Task force on EDM mappings, refinements and extensions – Mapping survey template

This document proposes a template anyone should follow when providing mappings to EDM.
 
1. Name of the project and domain represented

Project name: Europeana Inside

Domains represented: Museum domain (most partners), Library domain (only 1, LIBIS)

2. Type of mapping (name of the standard representing the original data to EDM)

LIDO to EDM

All partners from the museum domain have to provide their data in valid LIDO XML to the Europeana Inside dark aggregator. They can also have provide content to Europeana through an own aggregator. In this case they will use the aggregators’ infrastructure to transform and deliver content. 

For the LIDO to EDM transformation we will be using a default mapping. We have recently received the LIDO to EDM mapping made within the framework of the Linked Heritage project to see if we can re-use it (entirely/partially). The same LIDO to EDM mapping is used by PartagePlus, EuropeanaPhotography and AthenaPlus. 

Europeana Inside is now in the stage where all partners have to provide their first LIDO exports. The WP3 leaders (Development led by Knowledge Integration) is now in the process of checking these LIDO exports and possible issues that appear during transformation to EDM when using the Linked Heritage LIDO to EDM mapping.

We can already say that some smaller issues have occurred. These are mainly concerned with the use of LIDO attribute types which are still missing in the provided LIDO xml files. We are therefore making an inventory of all the missing elements to evaluate if we need to ask partners to add these to their LIDO exports (might be beneficial for enrichment purposes) or that we will make our own mapping from LIDO to EDM. Before making this decision we first need to analyse more of the partners LIDO XMLs (we have only received them from about 4 partners). 
MARC to EDM

Europeana Inside also has some partners who will provide content from the library domain. Since a mapping from MARC to LIDO and then to EDM would probably imply loss of semantics, a mapping from MARC to EDM will be created. LIBIS, the technical partner supporting the content partners from the Library domain, is preparing this mapping (still a work in progress). 

Before starting this work LIBIS has consulted with projects from the Library domain. It appeared that most partners didn’t prepare a mapping between MARC and EDM so far. Other sources like the mapping from MARC to EDM made within the HOPE project and the MARC to DC mapping (because EDM covers some DC elements as well) from the Library of Congress were taken as the basis to start the mapping work. In communication with Europeana (Antoine Isaac) it was mentioned that the work from the DPLA and DM2E project might be worth consulting, which will be done in the next months.

We haven’t progressed far enough into the mapping work to have an opinion on this matter. A general remark is that for the museum domain the support of events might be nice to have, though it can be said that only few content partners provide multiple events. Most common is the production or creation event.

Changes to the mappings might be needed when we start visualizing content on the Europeana portal (e.g. using the developed preview service). The mappings will then have to take into account the implementation of the format on the Europeana portal and might have to undergo some changes in order to better visualize the content.

As mentioned earlier we are exploring if we can use the LIDO to EDM mapping as provided by Linked Heritage and will be reviewing this later in October. EDM Taskforce members input to that review would be welcome. The MARC mapping is still a work in progress. It might be nice here if other projects could share their work when more advanced in the mapping process..
